MOTION was made by Dennis
Brink. seconded by Ed Nikles. and unanimously carried to approve the 2019 MMO to the Pension Plan
in the amount of $38,030.

Karen Kleist informed the Board that she was told by Josh Musano that the Eagle Scout committee
caps his fundraising at §5,000; if we continue, the Township will need to make up the difference of
the total project cost of $25-30,000. She needs to inform Josh as soon as possible if we can
commit to the funding.
